Organizational Background:
Community Labor United (CLU) is a coalition of community and labor organizations that runs joint campaigns to counteract the growing gap between rich and poor, while highlighting the connections between community issues and jobs.  Our mission is to protect and promote the interests of working class communities in Greater Boston by uniting our organizations and communities around a common vision and plan of action. Through collaborative research, leadership development and organizing, CLU brings together many of the strongest community organizations and unions in Boston to drive forward policies that promote equitable and sustainable communities. The Senior Researcher will develop and direct CLU research, which is primarily campaign driven--researching and analyzing potential organizing campaigns and identifying campaign handles.  The position will also involve researching and writing reports and policy briefs detailing specific industries and issues within our region.  In addition, the Senior Researcher will play a lead role writing and editing the variety of documents CLU produces: campaign briefs, research papers, framing reports, press releases and grant proposals to name a few.  This work will require working closely with CLU’s team of skilled Organizers to determine ways to support their campaign work.  Additionally, the Senior Researcher will support the organization’s fundraising and leadership development work.  

Primary Responsibilities: 
· Producing written documents – both short briefs and longer reports – that are accessible to key audiences such as community & union leaders, policy makers, funders and the broader public;
· Organizing and writing materials for organizing campaigns, press conferences, training events & public speaking engagements. 

· Undertaking other research and communications tasks as needed to support the work and mission of CLU;
· Developing and executing research plans that include data collection processes, data collection protocols and tools; establishing timelines and project work plans;
· Conducting interviews with community and union leaders, employers, local officials, and other individuals engaged in our work;

· Assist in fundraising and development to build the research capacity of CLU;

· Assist with conducting annual Leadership Institutes and cross-trainings, including providing logistical support and leading sessions.

· Assist with fundraising activities, including annual dinner and mailings; and
· Assist in supervision of interns or consultants when appropriate.

· Minimum 3 years experience in writing reports and other publications from study findings for a broad audience;
